ORDER

The Board of Studies in Law (UG), during the meeting held on 06.11.2014, had discussed the following.

i) Inclusion of Second language in LLB double degree courses.

ii) Rearrangement of subjects taught for five year LLB course.

iii) Syllabus revision of Integrated LLB course.


The Board, vide item no.1 of the minutes of the meeting, had recommended to include second language (Malayalam/Hindi) in the first four semesters of BA (Criminology) LLB double degree courses from 2015-2016 onwards.  As it was not included in the syllabus of the ongoing semesters, it was recommended to introduce second language (Malayalam/Hindi) from the VII semester onwards. As 7th semester syllabus needs to be reconstructed for the purpose of including second language the optional paper ‘Insurance Law’ is replaced with Paper 1 of Malayalam/ Hindi. The syllabus and model question paper of paper 1 of Malayalam/Hindi were submitted by the Chairperson, for approval by the Academic Council.  


As per items no. 2 and 3 of the minutes read as (i) above, it was recommended to entrust the matters of rearrangement of subjects taught for five year LLB course and syllabus revision of integrated LLB course for detailed study to a Committee consisting of (1)Smt.Mariamma Sebastian-Associate Professor, Govt. Law College, Trivandrum (2)Dr.Gifty Oomman-Associate Professor, Govt. Law College, Ernakulam and (3)Dr.Jasmine Alex-Assistant Professor, SILT, Kottayam. The Committee was to submit the report as expeditiously as possible.

It was recommended to rearrange the subjects of the 7th semester as follows:
