MAHATMA GANDHI UNIVERSITY 
 
 

Mahatma Gandhi University, one of the four affiliating Universities in Kerala, is the premier 
educational institution that strives to fulfill the higher educational needs of the people of Central  
Kerala. Set on the sprawling 110-acre Priyadarsini Hills Campus at Athirampuzha, 13 kms off 
Kottayam, the University also has ten satellite campuses in parts of Kottayam and the neighbouring 
districts. T he University was established on 2nd October 1983 and has jurisdiction over the revenue 
districts of Kottayam, Ernakulam, Idukki and parts of Pathanamthitta and Alappuzha. It is a niversity  
that conducts a range of programmes at the undergraduate, postgraduate, M Phil and doctoral levels 
through its 18 University Departments, 6 Inter University Centres, 8 Inter School Centres,36 Self-
Financing Departments, 82 Aided Affiliated Colleges (of which 8 are Colleges with Potential for 
Excellence), 202 Unaided Affiliated Colleges and 273 Recognized Research Institutes.It imparts 
education in the interdisciplinary as wellas conventional disciplines of science, social science and 
humanities besides in the professional disciplines of Engineering, Technology, Legal studies, 
Pedagogy, Pharmacy and Nursing. The University has also made its educational presence felt outside 
the territorial jurisdiction through a chain of Off-campus Centres under the School of Distance 
education.  
 

From its inception, Mahatma Gandhi University has made immense strides in the fields of 
interdisciplinary teaching and research in the areas of pure and applied sciences, social sciences and  
humanities. The teaching programmes conducted under the Credit and Semester System (CSS) in the 
statutory departments of teaching and research, organized as interdisciplinary Schools, are marked by 
their innovative curricula and their learner-oriented approaches. CSS is a student-friendly system that 
fosters interactive acquisition of knowledge in a multi-disciplinary context. The students are made 
familiar with the latest developments in their subjects of study. The University has always promoted 
the healthy practice of designing and revising its curricula and syllabi through discussions and 
deliberations carried out in a democratic way among the members of the academic community. The 
faculty of the University comprise outstanding scholars, many of whom have made original 
contributions in their respective fields of specialization. The faculty and research scholars  
of several departments have gained widespread recognition for the commendable quality of their  
research publications. The research journals published by some of the Schools have garnered  
international recognition.  
 

The University’s adoption of interdisciplinary as the basic conceptual plan for the 
organization of individual departments is prompted by the understanding that interdisciplinary 
knowledge is path-breaking, far reaching and non-linear in its effect, compared to what conventional 
forms of knowledge are capable of doing within the confines of discrete disciplines. Appreciating the 
trend of several non-conventional areas of knowledge emerging across physical, natural and social 
sciences, the University has chosen to organize its academic departments as interdisciplinary schools 
where multiple disciplines co-exist and interact with one another. The organizational practice of 
creating institutions of interdisciplinary knowledge itself has been a great learning experience for the 
academics in Mahatma Gandhi University. The University has initiated the constitution of Centres of 
convergence around integrated knowledge areas. Knowledge generated beyond disciplines and across 
interfaces is strikingly fresh, regenerative and convergent.  
 

At present Mahatma Gandhi University offers research programmes in forty disciplines 
through its own Schools as well as through its approved research centres. The University has close 
collaboration for academic, research and extension programmes with a number of national agencies 
and institutions including the UGC, FIST, DRS, ISRO, COSIT, DIT, DST (Nano Mission), CSIR, 
DAAD, STEC, ICMR,BA R C, MOEF, ICCR, ICHR, IED, IIFT, Institute of Chinese Studies and the 
Sahitya Akademi. The University is also involved in active collaboration with research institutions of 
international reputation such as the Max Planck Institute of Technology, Ger many, Br own 
University, USA, University of Nantes, France California Institute of Technology, USA,  



University of To r onto, Canada, Catholic University, Belgium, Heidelberg University, Germany, and 
the Institute of Political Studies, Rennes, France, Trent University, Canada, IPF Dresden, Ger many, 
University of Paris and Unive rsity of Strasbour g. Some of the members of the faculty have proved to 
be frontrunners in the development of indigenous technologies and are holders of as many as twenty 
patents, including four from the US. A considerable percentage of the alumni of the  
University are comfortably placed in the country and abroad as academics, scientists and 
professionals.  
 

The recent development in the inter disciplinary initiatives of the University is the 
establishment of fourteen interface centres of teaching and innovative research, of which five are 
Inter- University Centres exemplifying institutions of  convergence, an emerging academic feature of 
importance. Advanced Centre of Environmental Studies and Sustainable Development, Inter 
University Centre for Bio Medical Research, Inter University Centre for Disability Studies, Inter 
University Centre for Social Science Research and Extension, Inter University Centre for Studies in 
Science of Music and Instrumentation Center are conceived to consolidate the strengths in various 
Universities in the pecified area. Institute for Intensive Research in Basic Sciences, Centre for Nano 
Science and Nano Technology, Centre for English Language and Communication Skills,Centre for 
International Co-peration, Institute for Contemporary Chinese Studies, Dr. K N Raj Centre for 
Planning and Center-State Relations,Advanced Molecular Materials Research Centre and Center for 
High Performance Computing envisage advanced studies independently.  
 

Introduction of a series of merit cum means scholarships has been the yet another new  
initiative by way of social preparations. ASPIRE,INSPIRE, THANMA and ACQUIRE are the  
main scholarships implemented in the University. The University is doing the state wide coordination  
of both THANMA and ACQUIRE. ASPIRE is a scholarship scheme for students who aspire to carry 
out short term research programmes in science, social sciences, humanities and fine arts. The 
scholarship is to provide opportunities for potential students to pursue short term studies at 
postgraduate or research level in Institutions of Higher Learning, in areas of their interest. 
THANMA is the scholarship for nurturing literary talent and ACQUIRE for attracting brilliant  
students to the faculty of Social Sciences. INSPIRE is the flagship programme of Government of  
In order to provide opportunities for the students to get deeper insight into their subjects of study 
Erudite Scholar-in-Residence programme was also initiated in which several Nobel Laureates and 
other academics of comparable eminence are invited for direct interaction with them.  
 

Mahatma Gandhi University’s academic growth during the past has been phenomenal in 
terms of the number of new academic initiatives launched, curricular revisions undertaken, research 
grants received, research collaborations entered into, extension activities organized, research papers 
published, national and international seminars hosted, student support programmes conducted, 
quality enhancement measures initiated, infrastructural support generated, resource mobilization, and 
distinctions and achievements acquired. The University is quite prominently placed on the 
international academic map through its entry into the Obama-Singh 21st Century Knowledge 
Initiative as the lone affiliating University in India. Today, Mahatma Gandhi University was ranked 
first in Kerala, third in South India and 28th in India. CSIR has ranked the University thirteenth in 
India in terms of intellectual productivity and NISTADS has rated it nineteenth in terms of h-index of 
the science faculty. DST has ranked the University 8th among the 29 Universities under the PURSE 
programme  
 

The University has been able to make these gains thanks to the healthy environment of 
academic interaction. All components of the teaching-learning system contribute toward making the 
process of learning student- friendly. The web-enabled University Library with its large collection of 
books, journals and e-journals, the online Theses Digital Library that provides open access to its 
enviable collection of digitized Ph D dissertations, the publishing unit which has brought out hundreds 
of titles in Malayalam, English and Hindi, the facilities available at the School of Physical Education 
and ports Sciences for developing physical culture, the ecologically sensitive extension programmes 
initiated by the University Departments and the National Service Scheme, the Students’ Web Centre 



that provides around-the-clock web-support to the campus community, the coaching and placement 
services provided by the Department of Student Services and the University Employment Information 
and Guidance Bureau, proactive communication system developed by the Information and Public 
Relations department and the general administrative support that the academic community receive 
from the University administration – all these work in tandem with the academic business transacted 
by the University, making the learning experience a holistic one.

7. Research Highlights of the Faculty/Scholars  

J G Ray: Principal Investigator of UGC  Major Research Project on “Endomycorrhizal Studies in 
Musa Sp of South India”; Currently eight students are doing Ph D in the field of Ecology and 
Ecotechnology - area of research include Phytoremediation, Algal oil and biomass productivity, soil 
ecology – soil algae, eco-toxicology, Mycorrhiza. Member of Experts committee in Plant Sciences of 
the University Grants Commission, Government of India, New Delhi for the award of Research 
Projects. J G Ray presented papers in three national and regional Seminars. He is a member of 
American Agronomy Society, Crop Science Society of America and Soil Science Society of America; 
member of the Soil Science Council of the National Academy of Science of Ukraine; also full 
member of the Ukrainian Academy of Ecological Sciences. 

Dr M S Latha: Completed many major Research Projects funded by KCSTE and UGC. She is 
currently working on pharmaceutically active biochemicals of different medicinal plants. Attended 
Kerala Science Congress and presented two papers; also attended a national seminar; produced one Ph 
D this year. Currently seven students are doing Ph D. 



Dr Jyothis Mathew: Four student doing Ph D; two have submitted their thesis; Principal Investigator 
of  a UGC Major Research Project ‘Studies on immunomodulatory effects of Acacia catechu’; Co-
Investigator of two projects – DBT and ICMR Funded; The areas of research  include  
characterization of medically important bacteria with emphasis on the study of emerging pathogens, 
studies on Immunomodulatory effects of common thirst quenchers used in Kerala, antimicrobial 
activities of some medicinal plants, microbial enzyme technology  for the production of chitinase and 
proteases, and microbial degradation of  some pesticides which are of common use in Kerala 

Keerthi TR: Six students are doing Ph D in the area of Probiotics. One student has obtained Ph D in 
the current academic year. Presented a research paper in International Biotechnology Symposium, 
“IBS 2012”, September 16–21, 2012, Daegu, Korea and chaired a session in the same symposium.  
Attended and presented papers in about 11 national/regional seminars. Collaborative proposal with 
Rajiv Gandhi Centre for Biotechnology submitted to ICMR     & It is under consideration after 
reviewing; Member of International Probiotics Association (IPA), Zurich, Switzerland, Asian 
Federation of Biotechnology (AFOB), Korea and Indian Dairy Association (IDA), New Delhi 
 

Jayachandran K: Principal investigator of two major research project:  - UGC Major Research 
Project entitled ‘Safety evaluation of the process of chlorination in drinking water systems’ and  
another Project of Kerala Biotechnology Commission entitled ‘Microbial quorum sensing and its 
Biotechnological applications’; Research area includes biodegradation of organic compounds - 
cellulose biodegradation - isolated a natural rubber latex degrading Bacillus pantothenticus from latex 
contaminated soil – designed bioreactor – develop microbial consortia for mixed organic compound 
degradation – do Quorum sensing - biological control of Phytophthora in Heavea: He has presented 
papers as invited speaker in two international conferences held in Kannur University and MG 
University; Acted as member of the MG University Senate and Academic Council, and also as 
member of the expert committee for syllabus revision. Five students are currently doing Ph D. 

Jisha MS: Principal Investigator of two major research projects; one by UGC and other from KCSTE. 
Altogether eight students are currently doing Ph D – two have obtained Ph D in the current academic 
year. Attended and presented papers in 11 National/International Seminars. She  organized a State 
level workshop in “molecular phylogenetics in microbiology” for teachers and researchers in this 
academic year.  

Prakashkumar B: Principal Investigator of two Major Research Projects – DBT (21.1lakhs) and 
KCSTE (15.72 lakhs) funded. Currently three students are doing Ph D on Lipid mediators of 
Inflammation – identifying bioactive molecules in plant extracts with potential inhibitory action on 
two keys enzymes Lipoxygenase and Cyclooxygenase which play a crucial role in generation of pro-
inflammatory leukotrienes and prostaglandins during chronic inflammatory pathologic conditions - 
Coordinates the DBT- BUILDER Mega Project in the School of Biosciences as its Principal 
Investigator – actively participating in the successful implementation of the DST PURSE Programme 
of the University 

Linu Mathew: Principal Investigator of a UGC Major Research Project – Currently three students are 
doing Ph D – on different aspects of molecular bio-markers. Coordinator of Ph D Course Work in the 
School of Biosciences; Attended National Seminars. 

Resmi SS: Teacher of Biophysics – carrying out Ph D Programme – Guide Postgraduate Students in 
their Project work. 



Harikumaran Nair R: Principal Investigator of one UGC Major Research Project – Six students are 
doing Ph D in the areas of cancer remedies and other applied aspects of animal physiology. Convener 
of the Human Ethical Committee in the School of Biosciences 

Radhakrishnan EK: Principal Investigator of two major research projects – one funded by DBT and 
other by ICMR; Co-Investigator of two Projects funded by DBT and DST. Seven Students are 
currently working on Ph D Programme – major areas of research include endophytic microorganisms, 
microbial synthesis of metal nanoparticles, biofilm formation in coagulase negative Staphylococci, 
application of microbes for plant productive purposes and the like. Two research students received 
awards for presentations in seminars; first prize for poster presentation in the Seminar at Rubber 
Board and best paper award for paper presentation at BK College. 

Anie Y: Three students are doing Ph D; Major areas of research include the alterations in neutrophil 
defense mechanisms during diseased conditions like diabetes mellitus, cardiovascular diseases and 
alcoholism – application of honey in wound healing.

12. Research Highlights  of Faculty/Scholars (A Short Discription) 

 Dr. C.T. Aravindakumar, Professor  

Advanced Oxidation Process (AOP) for the degradation of Environmental Pollutants: AOPs 

make use of the involvement of a highly oxidizing species like hydroxyl radical and its subsequent 

oxidative degradation reaction with organic water pollutants (mainly triazines, endosulfan derivatives 

and substituted phenols). Ultrasound, photolysis and radiolysis are generally being used.  

• Development of nanomembrane based Environmental Sensors for pollutants: 

Nanomembrane fabricated from biopolymers that have intrinsic fluorescence can sense air pollutants 

such as hydrogen peroxide upto pico molar concentrations. Ovalbumin immobilized nanomembranes 

is too promising in sensing mercury and nitro compounds as well.  

Membrane technology for water purification: Multilayer nano-membranes (biodegradable 

synthetic membranes) are prepared using polyelectrolytes. Textile and papermill effluents can be 

treated with such membranes for removing color and COD. This is expected as a superior technology 

compared conventional methods. 

Cloud mimic reactions on degradation of pollutants: Iron complexes (ferric hydroxyl complexes) 

on sunlight irradiation can produce the powerful oxidizing radical (hydroxyl radicals) in clouds. This 

may lead to the degradation of many organic pollutants in the atmosphere. Similar reactions are 

mimicked in the laboratory. 

Radiation and Photo- induced modifications of DNA and related compounds: The genetic 

material, DNA, undergoes constant damages due to both internal and external factors. It undergoes 

nearly 10,000 damages in human body every day. Radiation induced damages are due to direct 

deposition of energy and to indirect effect from water derived free radicals. We investigate the 

damage induced by both low LET and high LET radiation using steady state and pulse radiolysis 

techniques. Photochemical changes are also being studied. Charge transport in DNA is another 

important phenomena which is extensively being investigated in our group using Femtosecond 

spectroscopy. 

Computer based theoretical calculations for free radical reactions: A great deal of information on 

the probable reaction sites and energy channels in the free radical chemistry of organic compounds 

can be obtained using Density Functional Theory (DFT) based theoretical calculations. The DFT 

calculations are carried out with Gaussian 03 suite of programs by employing B3LYP method using 

the 6-31+G(d,p) basis set. 



Dr. E.V. Ramasamy, Associate Professor 

 A. Bioremediation  

 Removal of contaminants from water and soil using plants, microbes is an area being 

explored currently. Use of plants / weeds , algae which have less utility values are being tried as 

remediating agents. Grey water treatment is being explored currently.   

B. Heavy metal pollution  

 Monitoring of heavy metal pollution in natural water bodies like Vembanad lake  is the area being 

focused currently. A major research project on ‘Chemical transformation and  bioaccumulation of 

mercury in Vembanad   wetland and Cochin near shore areas’ (MoES funded research project , 64.39 

Lakhs) has been completed recently. 

Remediation of metal polluted water with plants ( Phytoremediation ) and with algae 

(Phycoremediation) is also being pursued actively. A research project funded by DST (DST-PURSE) 

on phycoremediation and biofuel from algal biomass is being carried out currently. 

C. Waste manaqgement  

Wastewater treatment coupled with methane production using anaerobic digestion technology is being 

carried out as PhD research topic , scholars are working with treating landfill leachates using this 

technology. Solid-fed anaerobic digesters are designed and aquatic weeds and organic fraction of 

municipal solid waste (OFMSW) are being used as feedstocks. 

D. Carbon sequestration  

‘National vegetation carbon pool assessment ’ ( Department of Space, GOI    funded 5.12 lakhs ) – a 

prestigious National project  undertaken in  collaboration with ISRO, Department of Space, GOI. Role 

of Earthworms in below ground carbon sequestration is also being explored currently. 

Dr.  Mahesh Mohan, Assistant Professor  

A. Heavy Metal pollution: Conducting studies on geochemistry of mercury and other heavy 

metals in the aquatic ecosystems of Kerala particular to the Vembanad lake. Studies on 

bioaccumulation and biomagnifications of toxic pollutants are also the part of research. 

B. 4 projects were sanctioned by various agencies during the year 2012.  

C. 2 more project proposals has been given to other agencies during the year 2012 

D. Mercury analytical facility with highly sensitive and latest technologies has been created 

with the financial support from MoES, DST and KSCSTE.

Dr.  Sylas V.P., Assistant Professor  

A. Wetland ecology: Studies on the basic ecology and environmental variables of wetlands are 

essential for its management and effective planning. At present, the School gives special attention to 

the research on the environmental status of Kuttanad wetland ecosystem, Kerala. Water quality, 

sediment quality, heavy metal, pesticides, phyto and zooplankton etc. are the specially focused area. 

Rhizosphere remediation of agro-pollutants and the conversion of water hyacinth into bioethanol is 

also the part of research component.   

a. Biofuel production using microalgal species: Microalgae, a group of photosynthetic 

microorganism have shown a great possibility for the production of biofuels because of their high oil 

content and rapid biomass production. Different species of microalgae from the Kuttanad wetland 

ecosystem were isolated and cultured in open pond and specially designed photobioreactors for the 

evaluation of biofuel production. Carbon sequestration and Biohydrogen production by the 

microalgae are the other thrust areas of the study.    

B. Invasive alien species: Both aquatic and terrestrial invasive plants posing serious threat to the 

local biodiversity. The distribution, abundance and impacts (ecological and economic) of these 

invasive species are very urgent for the effective management of natural resources.  

C. Rainwater for Humanity 

The School has launched a major extension programme known as ‘Rainwater for Humanity’ 

in collaboration with Brown University (USA), local panchayath and self help groups 

(www.raiwaterforhumanity.org ). Through this extension programme, the School envisages to adopt 

small villages with an objective of providing basic amenities like drinking water and sanitation. As a 

part of this programme the School has installed 1 community rainwater harvesting structure with 

a capacity of 1.1 lakh litres and 12 ten thousand litre capacity harvesting tanks at Achinakom 

village in Vechoor Grama Panchayath in Kuttanad region during December 2009. Construction of 

additional rain water harvesting tanks are in progress. The re-engineering of the existing models with 

low cost and naturally available materials are the major research component of the ongoing works.

C) Lake 2012 Conference  



The 8th Biennial Lake Conference focusing on “Conservation and Management of Wetland 

Ecosystems” LAKE  2012 was organized by School of Environmental Sciences,  M.G.University 

at Kottayam  in association with Indian Institute of Science (IISc), Bangalore and Advanced 

Centre of Environmental Studies and Sustainable Development (ACESSD)- an interuniversity 

center , Mahatma Gandhi University, Kottayam, Kerala during  November 06- 08, 2012. 

The conference was inaugurated by Dr.Rajan Gurukkal, then Vice-Chancellor of M.G.University, on 

November 06, 2012 with Dr.K.K.Ramachandran , Member Secretary of Kerala State Council for 

Science, Technology and Environment (KSCSTE) as the key note speaker.  

The conference was attended by 230 participants representing various parts of the country. There 

were 15 Technical Sessions during which 112 research papers were presented as oral presentations, 

9 poster presentations, 13 invited lectures and 2 plenary lectures were delivered with active 

deliberations.  

Out of these 15 technical sessions two require special mention, one was the boat session conducted on 

7th November, this session with a theme of ‘Vembanad Lake “ was conducted in a big conference 

boat as ‘Conference on Cruise ‘ floating on the Vembanad lake itself. This session went on for two 

and half hours with a plenary lecture “A Glimpse of Vembanad lake Environment” delivered by 

Dr.A.K.Varma, from Centre for Earth Science Studies (CESS), Thiruvananthapuram, and 10 research 

papers were presented. In these papers Vembanad lake pollution – especially heavy metal pollution, 

the threats to the lake ecosystem and the livelihood support of the lake to the local community etc 

were highlighted. An active deliberation followed towards the end of this session leading to the 

drafting of a memorandum insisting on the immediate steps/ measures to be adopted in order to 

conserve the Vembanad Lake ecosystem from environmental degradation was signed by the delegates 

and the same is to be submitted to the Government shortly, this was a significant out come of this boat 

session of the conference.    The next session requiring special mention was “My Village 

BioDiversity” session conducted on November 08, 2012. This session was conducted for the school 

students of class VII to IX standards.

Tiruvalla. The  participants  included  30 Research Scholars from different parts of the country.  

The participants were given hands on training on Spectral Reduction which is required to do 

serious astronomical observations. The training was lead by two eminent professors from IUCAA, 

Pune, Prof. Pushpa Khare and Prof. R. Srianand. 

On 6th the programme started with a talk by Prof. Pushpa Khare on “Different types of optical 

spectra and its classifications”. Presently she is the Chairperson of the Scientific Organizing 

Committee of the Astronomical Society of India, a member of the Editorial Board of the Journal of 

Astro-physics and Astronomy and a member of the scientific organizing committee of COSPAR. 

The second lecture was given by Prof. Srianand on “Observational aspects of spectroscopy”. 

IUCAA has an observatory in Girawali near Pune where these spectra are taken, and students trained 

here will have the facility to go and make observations of various astronomical objects and their 

spectra from there. 

The practical sessions in the afternoon on the study of distant stars, galaxies and quasars were 

conducted in the MACFAST computer lab which runs on solar power and is equipped with about 250 

computers having dedicated internet connectivity. 

This workshop is unique and covers both the theoretical and practical aspects of science with special 

emphasis to astronomy.   

1.1 A Day with an Astronomer – An exciting event for the school students of Thiruvalla 

 



Department of Computer Application and   Inter University Center for Astronomy and 

Astrophysics (IUCAA) organized a seminar for the school students was held in the MACFAST 

auditorium on 7th September 2012. Over 500 students participated in the lecture on “Understanding 

the Universe” given by Prof. Pushpa Khare, Professor, Emeritus, IUCAA, Pune”.  Presently she is the 

Chairperson of the Scientific Organizing Committee of the Astronomical Society of India, a member 

of the Editorial Board of the Journal of Astro-physics and Astronomy and a member of the scientific 

organizing committee of COSPAR. 

Prof. Pushpa elaborated how our understanding of the universe evolved for thousands of years when 

man used to stare at the stars in wonder and how modern technology has revolutionized the whole 

understanding about the origin and the ultimate fate of the Universe. Rev. Fr. 

PradeepVazhatharamalayil welcomed all to the meeting. The Director of MACFAST, Dr. Judith 

Hollows was also present on the occasion. 

 

1.2 Public talk on- LIGO: A Giant Gravitational Wave Detector for India 

 

Department of Computer Application and   Inter University Center for Astronomy and 

Astrophysics (IUCAA) organized a Public   talk on- LIGO: A Giant Gravitational Wave Detector for 

India was held in the MACFAST auditorium on 7th September 2012 at 5.30 pm. The public talk was 

given by Prof. Ajit Kembhavi, Director, IUCCA, Pune. Rev. Fr. PradeepVazhatharamalayil, Principal, 

MACFAST welcomed all to the meeting. The Director of MACFAST, Dr. Judith Hollows was also 

present on the occasion. 

 

Professor Ajit Kembhavi is the Director and Distinguished Professor at the Inter-University 

Centre for Astronomy and Astrophysics (IUCAA) in Pune. He is one of the founding members of 

IUCAA. Before IUCAA he was at the Tata Institute of Fundamental Research in Mumbai where he 

obtained his Ph.D. with Professor J.V. Narlikar and was then appointed as a scientist. Kembhavi has 

also been a post-doctoral fellow at the Institute of Astronomy, Cambridge, England.  

Professor Kembhavi’s interests are in galaxies, high energy astrophysics, quasars, etc. and he 

leads the Virtual Observatory-India Project.  He is deeply involved in developing astronomical 

research in universities and colleges in India. He is Chairman of various UGC committees which look 

after the UGC-Infonet which brings the benefits of information and communication technology to all 

the universities in India. He is a Fellow of the National Academy of Sciences and Indian Academy of 

Sciences and has received the UGC Hari Om award. He is on the Governing Council of the Indian 

Institute of Science, Bangalore, and Chairman of the Scientific Council of CDS, Strasbourg, France 

and Chairman-elect of the International Virtual Observatory Alliance. 

Professor Kembhavi has been one of the key persons driving India’s participation in two key 

international mega-projects: the Thirty Metre Telescope (TMT) project for building one of the world’s 



largest optical telescopes to be located in Hawaii and a LIGO gravitational wave detector, which will 

be located in India and built through a consortium of institutes in India and the USA.
