23.3 Internal marks and minimum for pass

Internal evaluations will be made on the basis of an OMR Test of 15 minutes
duration with 20 multiple choice questions of 1 mark each. The examinations will be
conducted just before the beginning of each external examination of the respective course
without affecting the duration of the external examination. There is no minimum mark for
internal examination. For External examination the minimum mark is 30% and for a pass,

the minimum mark is 35% for both internal and external.
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23.4 General essay

In lieu of the course 'Project' for the regular mode, an exam on 'General Essay'
will be conducted based on all compulsory core courses of final semester. Candidates will
be asked to answer a prescribed number of questions out of a set of choices. Internal

examination for 'General essay' will be conducted from 20 multiple choice questions of 1

mark each covering all the compulsory core courses of the 6th semester .
