INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES APPEARING FOR THE UNIVERSITY EXAMINATIONS

1. Candidates should take their places in the examination halt at least five minutes before the commencement of ti
examination. Candidates presenting themselves more than half an hour after the appointed time will not be admitts
to the examination hall . Candidates who are undoubtedly suffering from infectious diseases of any kind will not |
admitted. Candidates should bring with them to the examination hall each day of the examination their hall-tickets f
inspection by the Chief Superintendent.

2. Candidates are prohibited from writing upon their hall-tickets or question papers. They are also prohibited fro
writing their names on any part of the answer books.

Candidates should write their register numbers in words as well as in figures in the space provided for ti

purpose on the outer cover of the answer book. (For eg. if the Reg. No. of a candidate is 27389 the candida

shall write in letters Two Seven Three Eight Nine) They are strictly prohibited from writing their regist

numbers on anyother page of the answer books; violation of this Rule will involve rejection of answ
. books.

3. No Candidate will be allowed to leave the examination hall before the expiry of at least half an hour after questic
paper has been given and no candidate who leaves the room during the period allotted for a paper will be allowed
return within that period.

4. Candidates are prohibited from introducing into the examination hall any book or portion of book, slate, manuscri
or paper of any description, from communicating with or copying from each other and from communicating with ar
person outside the examination room.
