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1. All questions should be text oriented.  
2. Questions should be helpful in analysing the acquaintance of the 

candidate with the text. 
3. Questions should be helpful in testing the candidates’ capacity to 

apply what is learnt. 
4. Equal importance is to be given to all the modules of the course 

content. ie. Weightage should be distributed equally as much as 
possible.
