l. Candidates should take their places in the examination hall at least five minutes before the Commencement of the
examination. Candidates presenting themselves more than half an hour after the appointed time will not be admit-
ted to the examination hall. Candidates who are undoubtedly suffering from infectious diseases of any kind will
not be admitted.
