INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES APPEARING FOR THE UNIVERSITY EXAMINATIONS

Candidates should take their seats in the examination hall at least five minutes before the Commencement o
the examination. Candidates presenting themselves more than half an hour after the appointed time will no
be admitted to the examination hall. Candidates who are undoubtedly suffering from infectious diseases ©
any kind will not be admitted. Candidates should bring with them to the examination hall each day of th
examination their hall tickets for inspection by the Chief Superintendent.

Candidates are prohibited from writing upon their hall-tickets or question papers. They are also prohibite
from writing their names on any part of the answer books.
