An e-content
prepared for the National e-content reservoir offers an academic credit equivalent to an
international publication.

Preference will be given to those who are on the edge of
promotion and also those working in statutory/govt./aided stream. The participants are
requested to bring their laptop throughout the programme possibly with high speed
internet connection for installing required software and hands—on training.
