In continuation to this office letter number F. 6-1/2021(SCT) dated
19.03.2021 & 24.03.2021, UGC is continuously monitoring the progress of
implementation of Policy for Persons with Disabilities in educational
institutions. You are requested to follow the measures mentioned below :

1) To create special facilities such as ramps, rails and special toilets, and make
other necessary changes to suit the special needs of differently-abled
students such as special aids and appliances for their daily functioning.

2) To provide special learning and assistive devices to help differently-abled
students enrolled for higher education. Availability of devices such as
computers with screen reading software, low-vision aids and scanners in the
institutes would enrich the educational experiences and facility of Readers
to differently abled students.

3) Setting up Special Guidance Centres in Universities and Educational
Institutes for differently-abled students.
