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The Placement and Training Cell of Mahatma Gandhi University was formed with the objective of equipping the students of the university with necessary skills for fetching placements. In this regard, training programmes were organized for the new students admitted for various programmes and also for outgoing students. 
Under the ‘EMPLOYMENT READINESS FOUNDATION PROGRAMME’ training was given to final semester students who were about to complete their courses. This programme seeks to assess employment – readiness of prospective candidates and prepare them for the job selection process. After attending the programme, the participants should be able to present themselves as smart professionals. The programme was designed to enable the participants to understand the selection/placement process from the employers perspective, evaluate themselves objectively and communicate their ideas and present their skills persuasively.  Unlike previous year, not many training programmes could be organized this year because of the present pandemic and also because of no allocation of funds. Hence the training programmes were restricted to two University schools and none could be conducted at affiliated colleges of the university.
