Admission Criteria

An Entrance Test shall be conducted for all programmes except International students quota seats
and MBA Programme. Interview/Group Discussion/ Descriptive examination shall be conducted  for
among the University Departments which consider marks of interview /Group Discussion/
Descriptive examination in addition to the marks of the Entrance test for admission.  In the case of

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admission to M.Tech programmes, those candidates with a valid GATE score will be exempted
from the entrance test and given preference but need to apply for the programme through the
portal of Mahatma Gandhi University. In case of MBA programme in School of Management &
Business Studies, admission procedure will be in accordance with the rules and regulations of
AICTE and Admission Supervisory Committee (ASC).
