Item (2)
1. The recommendations of the BOS in Law (UG) dated 23-11-2020 is ultra-vires the Regulation 23

and its proviso pertaining to the Three Year Unitary LL.B. Program, 2018.

2. The University Order vide UO No. 2814/AC A4/2021 /| MGU dated 20-06-2021, to the effect
that those students who are seeking readmission to the Three year Unitary LL.B. Program
from Programs outside will be exempted from writing the papers in the Syllabi of that Program if
they have passed those subjects while prosecuting the Programs under the old schemes is devoid

of legitimacy as the BOS recommendations itself is non est .

3. As the UO No. 2814/AC A4/2021 / MGU dated 20-06-2021, suffers from legal infirmity, contrary
to its prescriptions, the students who had already been granted readmission to Three Year Unitary
LL.B. Program, 2018, shall write the examinations on the courses in the semesters previous to
their re-admission in its entirety and shall fulfill the requirements for internal assessment except the

attendance component in consonance with the Syllabus of the Three Year Unitary LL.B. Program,

4. Regulation 23 and the proviso therein barring re-admission to the Three Year Unitary LL.B.
Program from Programs prosecuted outside the same, need to be preserved as such and shall be
complied with in letter and spirit. Hence no applications seeking re-admission to the Three Year

Unitary LL.B. Course shall be entertained.
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Item (3)

1. The students in the batches of 2011-12, 2012-13, 2013-14 and 2014-15, under the BA
(Criminology) LL.B. Double Degree Program, 2010, if any, are to successfully complete the
Degree, they may be allowed Mercy Chances for two more years till December, 2023. The same
will be in relaxation of the ‘Eight Year’ limit for prosecuting their study span conceived under
Regulation 18(6)(SIC), and thereafter their student registration shall cease to exist. The existing

Regulation 18(6) (SIC) stand amended to the effect in order to facilitate the above relaxation.

2. The batches of students admitted under the very same Regulations, 2010 ie., in, 2015-16,
2016-17, 2017-18, shall successfully complete their Degree Programs strictly in in consonance
with Regulation 18(6) (SIC) within the specified ‘Eight Year” period as they have sufficient time at
the disposal for the completion of their time bound completion of their Degree and their

student registration stands cancelled on the completion of eighth year.

3. In the matter of the admissions from 2018-19 under the Common Regulation For The Five Year
Integrated Double Degree LL.B. (Honors) Courses 2018, the ‘eight year’ period squarely applies
and that the student registration shall stand cancelled on the completion of Eight Year from the

start of the prosecution of studies.
